The label is inspired by the National Turf-Cutting
Championship held at Robertstown, Co. Kildare on the
Bog of Allen in June 1938. The figure can be seen with
his cutting slane in one hand and raising a glass with the
other. An excellent expression, beautifully smooth yet
peaty. The translation of the Gaelic Craoi na Móna is
‘heart of peat’. This certainly lives up to its name.

Blue Hanger 30-Year-Old

We have recently released our Blue Hanger 3rd Release 30-
Year-Old. Named after William ‘Blue’ Hanger, The Lord
Coleraine, who was a good customer of Berrys at the end of
the 18th century and renowned for his blue clothing. This 3rd
Release is blended from casks of ancient Speyside Malts and
gives the intense flavour of the Blue Hanger 2nd Release
along with some added unctuous layers and 5 years extra
age to pad out its shoulders.

We are pleased to report that we have been busy introducing Berrys’

By 1909, we were offering 1897
Macallan and 1885 Talisker by the gallon
or dozen; fine and old Irish Whiskey in
Sherry casks of 7, 14 and 28 gallons; as
well as American Rye Whiskey, dry or
sweetened Gin, 30-year-old Rum and old
Aquavit.

Did you know?
The oldest bottle in
Berrys’ shop at 3
St James’s Street
is a half bottle of
Cognac from 1830
( p i c t u re d ) .
Unsurprisingly it’s
not for sale, but it
is one of the most
interesting bottles

that feature in Berrys’ House Reserves.
